, @(5) A child belonging to socially disadvantaged group means and includes a child belongingto Schedul
Caste, Scheduled Tribe, orphans, children with special need and HIV affected/ infected children.
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@(6) A child belonging to weaker sections means a child belonging to Backward Class, Minorities and includes
OCs whose parents’ income does not exceed Rs.40000/-per annum.

(7) ‘Walking Distance’ means the distance covered by a child on foot from centre of his/ her habitation to the
school on the socially accepted path. ’

(8) “Out of School Child’ means a child in the age group of 6-14 who has not completed elementary education
(who is either never enrolled in the school or dropped out without completing elemeptary education). A student
of an elementary school absent for more than one month shall also be considered to be an out of school child.

(9) All other words and expressions used herein and not defined but defined in the Act shall have the same
meanings respectively assigned to them inthe Act.

3. Special Training (1) The'Scﬁool Management and Development Committee and Local Authority shall
identify children requiring special training and organize such training in the following manner, namely:

(a) The special training shall be based on specially designed, age appropriate learning material, approved by the
Academic Authority specified in section 29(1).

(b) It shall be pro_v'ided in classes held on the premises of the school, or through classes organized in safe
residential facilities.

(c) It shall be prbvided by teachers working in the school, or by-teachers specially appointed/ engaged for the
purpose.

(d) The duration shall be for a minimum period of three months which may be extended based on periodical
assessment of learning progress.

(2) The child shall, upon induction into the age appropriate class, after special training, continue to receive special
awen}'ion by the teachers to enable him/her to successfully integrate with the rest of the class, academically and

4. Areas or limits of neighbourhood. (1) The areas or limits of neighbourhood within which a school has to be
established shall be as under—

(a) in respect of children in classes I to V, a school shall be established within a walking distance of one km ofthe
neighbourhood; W -

(b) inrespect of children in classes V1 to VIII, a school shall be established within a walking distance of 3 km of
the neighbourhood.

(2) Wherever required, the existing schools with classes Ito V will be upgraded to include classes VIto VIIL In
respect of schools which start from class VI onwards, classes I to V, endeavour will be made to add classes I to
V, wherever required. ‘

(3) Inareas with difficult terrain, risk of landslides, flobds, lack of roads and in general, danger for young children
in the approach from their homes to the school, the school will be located in such a manner as to avoid such
dangers, by reducing the limits specified under sub-rule ( 1).

(4) For children from small hamlets, as identified by the Statc Government , where no school exists within
the area or limits of neighbourhood specified under sub-rule (1) above, adequate arrangements, such as
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
