Order No, LOtZg-2OL0-RTE(1)rDated Panchkula, the January 20th, 201,2

ln exercise of the pov\i'ers conferred by sub srection (3) of section 31

of The Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009

(Central Act No. 35 of 2OOg), read with rule 23 of The Haryana Right of

Children to free and compulsory Education Rules-2011 and all other

powers enabling him in this behialf, the Governor of Haryana is pleased to

constitute Right to Education Prcrtection Authority Haryana, hereinafter called

REPA.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR THE OFFIC:E OF CHAIRPERSON

AND OTHER MEMBERS:-

(a) The term of nominatr:d/non-official members shall be for a period of

three years from the date on which he, assumes office or till

attaining the age of s;ixty five years whichevrsf is earlier,

(b) The Official members will draw Travelling Allowance & Daily

Allowance from their respective Departments, whereas non-officials

members shall be piaid Travelling Allowance & Daily Allowance for

attending the meetings of REPA, as admissible to class I't officers of

the State Government out of the budget provision of Elementary

Education DePartment.

(c) One non,official rnennber from the field of Education or Child Health

to be nominated bY the Government'

(d) Non-official member, if wishes to resign during his term, may in

writing under his hand addressed to the Chairperson submit the

resignation but he shall continue in his office ti l l  resignation is

accePted,

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(e) The Govt. may remove non-official/nominiated members on the

recommendation of chairman at any time and may nominate

another non-official member in his place.

FUNCTIONS AND POWER.S OF REPA:-
The REPA shall perform the following functions as enunciated under

the Right of children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (in short

RTE Act):-
(a) Examine and review the safeguards for rights provided by or under

the RTE Act and recommend measures for their effective

implementation to the: Government.

(b) Inquire into complaints relating to Child's right to free and

compulsory education; and
(c) Take necessary steps as provided under ser:tions 15 and 24 of the

Commissions for Protection of Child Rights At:t, 2005.

(d) To hear the appeals filed under sub section 3 of section 32 of RTE

Act against the order of the Local Authority.

(e) The REPA shall, whike inquiring into any matters relating to child's

right to free and cclmpulsory education under clause(c) of sub-

section (1) of section 31 of the Right o1t Children to Free and

Compulsory Education Act, 2009, shall have the same powers as

assigned under secticlns 14 & 24 of The Commissions for Protection

of Child Rights Act, 2005.

PROCEDURE FOR TRANSACTION OF BUSINESS:-
(i) THE APPEAL BEFORE THE REPA:-

(a) The person aggrieved by the decision of local authority passed

under sub secllion 2 of section 32 of the RTE Act, may file

appeal directly to REPA within a sixty' days of the decision of

local authoritY.

(b) The Appeal shall be received by the lvlember-Secretary of the

REPA and same shall be placed by him before the REPA for

the decision.

(c) The REPA ma)/ entertain any appeal filed after sixty days of

the decision if it is satisfied that delay caused in filing the

appeal was beyond the control of thel appellant or it is in the

interest of justiice to entertain the appeal after sixty days.

(d) The REPA shall decide all the appeals after affording a

reasonable o;rportunity of being heard to the parties

concerned.
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wherever The RF-PA is satisfied tfrat appeals cannot be
declded without holding an enquiry in the subject matter, i t
shall direct any local authoriV or District Nodal Officer to hold
the enquiry and to submit a report. l-lowever, REPA shall not
mark the enquriry to the local authority, whose order is
impugned in  an appeal .
After receiving the report of Distrir:t Nodal Officer/ Local
Authority, REPA shall decide the appeiar keeping in view of the
enquiry report and other documents pnoduced before it.

( i i )  THE COMPLAINTS BEF:ORE THE REpA:-
(a) The REPA may transfer any complaint  placed before i t ,  to the

local author i ty for deciding the same under sub sect ion Z of
section 32 of RrE Act, 2009, if the same was fi led, without
avai l ing the remedy avai lab le  under  s ;ub sect ion 1of  sect ion
31 of RTE Act. Flowever, the REPA may decide the same at its
own level, i f  i t  is satisfied that keepinrg in view the nature of
the complaint ,  the same is required tr l  be decided at i t : ,  own
level .

(b) The REPA shal l  decide the complaints; ,  which are referred by
the Member-Secretary /Director Elementary Education under
clause 11(f) of t lr is order, at i ts own le'vel.

(c) The REPA may summon any complaint  pending before any
local authority and decide the same at its level.

(d) As far as possibrle, The REPA may foll low same procedure of

the appeals whi l ,e entertaining complaints.

( i i i )  Each member of REPA shal l  be competent to decide the appeals and

complaints on behalf  of  REPA, as per al locat ion made by the

Chairperson. The app€:als or complaints so clecided by the member,

shall be deemed to be decided by the iauthority of REPII and

member whi le decidinrg such appeals and complaints,  may exercise

all powers vested in REPA.

( iv) The REPA shal l  meet at  i ts of f ice at such t ime as the Chairperson

thinks f i t .

(v) All the decisions at a meeting shall be taken by majority, provided

that in the case of e:quality of votes, the Chairperson, or in his

absence the person presidif lg, shall have and exercise a second or

casting vote.
(vi)  I f  for any reason, the Chairperson, is unable to at tend the tneet ing,

the senior most member present at  the meet ing or any Member

chosen by the Members present from offiongst themselves at the

meeting, shal l  preside.

(vi i )  Three members including chairperson ,  i f  present shal l  for rn the

quorum at every meet ing of The REPA.

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(vi i i )  Al l  orders and decisions of the REPA shall  be authenticated by the
Member-Secretary or any other officer of the REPA duly authorised
by Member-Secretary in this behalf'.

(ix) If at any time, The REPA found that provision under this order are
not suff icient to deal with pecul iar circumsl[ances faced by i t  whi le
transacting i ts business, i t  may f ' rame its own guidel ines for the
procedure to be adoprted and amend the s;ame whenever it is felt
necessary for smooth conduct of its proceedings.

The Member-Secretar ' 'y shal l  exercise and cl ischarge al l  funct ions in

regard to day to day administrat ion, expenditure and working r : f  the

authori ty which may includel steps for convening meetirgs, c irculat . ion of

agenda, irTtplementation of Cecisions taken by the authority and all such

powers and functions as entrusted and delegated by the Chairperson.

HEADQUARTER:-
The Headquar ter  o f  the author i ty  shal l  be at  Cherndtgar f r  or , l t  any other

place as decided by the Gor, 'ernment,  The authori ty may hold i ts meet ings

at place/places as decided by the Chairperson,

SUPPORTING MECHANISM FOR FUNCTIONING:-

The REPA shall  draw up a rJetai led supportrng Mechanism for rts et ' f icrent

functioning and submrt the same for the approval of the State

Government. Necessary manpower and expenditure on account of working

of the authority for the supporting mechanism so drawn, shali be provided

by the Department of School Education and llaryana School Shiksha

Pariyojna Parishad, Panchkula.

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9. CONSTITUTION OF GRIEVANCES REDRESSAL CELLS:-
Pending creation of surpporting mechanism as provided under clause

B. The following structure rvvith requisite manpower for the redressal of
grievances, under RTE Act slrall be immediately constituted:-

(i). STATE LEVEL GRIEVANCES IIEDRESSAL CELL:
A State Level grievan,ces redressal cell consisting of following shall

be constituted as under:-
(a) State Nodal Officer- One
(b) Assistant District Attorney - One
(c) Programme Officers -Two
(d) Reader-One (Reader shall record the proceeding of REpA and tender

Secretarial assistance to the REPA).
(e) Assistants for managing the work of REPA Grievance Cell- Four
(f) Data Entry Operators-cum-Record keeper- Four
(g) A representative from a reputed NGO rnrith the approval of

Chairperson of REPA-One
(h) Peon- Two.

(ii) DISTRICT LEVEL GRIEVANCE:S REDRESSAL CELL:-
fhere shall be a district level grievances rredressal cell for every

district of Haryana consisting of following Staff:-
(a) District Nodal Officer- District Elementary EtJucation Officer of the

District shall be Ex-offir:eo designated as District Nodal Officer.
(b) Additional District Nodal Officer- One (A ler:turer of school cadre

shall be deputed in his own pay scale at this prost).
(c) Data Entry Operator-cLlm-record keeper-One

(iii) The Department of Elementary, Secondary Education/ Haryana School
Shiksha Pariyojna Parishad r;hall provide necessar)/ manpower, expenses
and necessary equipment for putting up the above structure in place with
immediate effect.

(iv) The Member-Secretary of REPA/DEE may depute any official in the above
cells for its working and lTldyr increase/decrease the number of officials of
these cells as required from time to time.

10. FUNCTIONS OF GRIEVANCES REMOVAL CELL$:-
(i) The State Grievances Cell shall pedorm the following

functions:-
(a) To provide neces;sary guidance to the aggrieved persons.
(b) To monitor the progress of the complaints received.
(c) To make the all out efforts to redress the grievances of the

com pla ina nts.
(d) To tender assistarnce and ancillary help 1[o REPA.
(e) Any other work ars assigned by the Member-Secretary , REPA.
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(i i) Function of District Grievances Removal cell:-
(a) To provide necessary guidance to the aggrieved persons.
(b) To monitor the progress of the complerints received.
(c) To make the all out efforts to redres;s the grievances of the

com pla ina nts
(d) To conduct enquiry as directed by REPA and submit the report

accordingly.
(e) Any other work as assigned by the Member-Secretary , REPA

in relation to rernoval of grievances.

The Member-Secretary REPA may issue guidelines/lnstructions to

these cells for the disposal of matters connected with redres:;al of

grievances. All the District Grievances Removarl Cells and the State

Grievances Removal Cell  shal l  work under the direct superintendence/

control of Member-Secretary REPA.

11. PROCEDURE FOR REMoV,AL oF GRIEVANCES.
(a) The aggrieved person shall be entit led to f i le written contplaint

add ressed to the Mem ber-Secreta ry of concerned 5lchool

Management Committee (SMC) with a copy to the Drstr ict  Nodal

Officer.
(b) The Head of institution/Member-Secretary SMC would redress the

grievance if competent to do so at his o'v\/n level and inform the

complainant under int imat ion to the Distr ict  Nodal Off icer,  otherwise

he shal l  submi t  repor t  wi th  h is  comrnents  to  the Drst r rc t  Nodal

Officer.

(c) The District Nodal Officer (DNO) sl 'ral l  take all necessary steps to get

the redressal of grievances of the complainilnt from the Competent

Authority at district l€ve l. The concerned authority shall be duty

bound to redress the gr ievance of the complainant at  their  own level

subject to comPetency.

(d) If the competent autl"rority does not resporrd or the complairrant is

not satisfied at district level, the District Nodal Officer shall send a

detailed report with l"r is comments along with record, to the State

Grievances Removal Cell for the redressial of grievance of the

com pla ina nt.

(e) The State Cel l ,  shal l  examine the cornplarnl t  and take l l t  f  rct  r3SSdrY

steps for redressal of :;uch grievance,

(f)  I f  gr ievance of complainant could not be redressed or complainant is

not satisfied with the action taken, the Mrember-Secretary, REPA

shal l  put up the complaint  before the REPA for decision.
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L2. Any person having any grievances relating to thr: right of a child under

RTE Act, may also make a written complaint to the local authority having
jurisdiction under section 3:z(1) of the RTE Act.

13. PROCEEDTNGS NoT To BE INVALTDATE$ oN AccouNT oF
VACANCY ETC.

No act, order or proceeding of the Authority shall be invalidated merely
due to:-
(d) Any vacancy in , or an'/ defect in the Constitution of the Authoriw; or
(e) Any defect in the appointment of a person as the Chairperson or a
Member,  or
(f,) Any irregularity in the procedure of the Authority not affecting the

merit of the case.

L4. ANNUAL REPORTS:-
The authority shall prepare annual report and special reports if

required and submit the same to the State Governrnent.
