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In our view, even the State Government(s), by resorting to the provision of the 300

Act, must take opportunity to re-organise its financial outflow at the micro level by
weeding out the non-performing or under-performing or non-compliance schools
receiving grants-in-aid, so as to ensure that only such government funded schools,
who fulfill the norms and standards, are allowed to continue, to achieve the object of
the Qo0R Act, of not only providing free and compulsory education to the children in
the neighborhood school but also to provide quality education. Thus, there is a power
in the Q00R Act, coupled with the duty of the State to ensure that only such
Government funded schools, who fulfill the norms and standards, are allowed to
continue with the object of providing free and compulsory education to the children in
the neighborhood school.”
