(f) “Section” means the section of the Act:
(g) “State Government” means the Government of Madhya Pradesh;

(h) words and expressions used and not defined in these rules but defined in the Act shall have the
same meanings as assigned to them in the Act.

3. Selection Committee.—the Selection Committee referred to in the proviso to Section 18 shall be
headed by the Minister-in-charge of the Women and Child Development Department.

4. Eligibility for uppointment as chairperson and other members.—No person having any past record
of violation of human rights or child rights shall be eligible for appointment as Chairperson or other Members
of the Commission.

5. Secretary.—The State Government shall appoint the Secretary of the Cy ission under sub-

6. Powers and Duties of the Secrctary.—Secretary shall—

(i) have the powers to execute all decisions taken by the Commission in order to-carry out the powers
and functions of the Commission as provided in section 13 and 14,

administration of the affairs of the Commission and its day o day management as specified
in section 13 and 14.

7. Term of office of Chairperson and Members.—(1) The Chairperson shall, unless removed from
his office under section 7 of the Act, hold office for a period not exceeding three years, or till the age of sixty
five years, whichever is earlier.

(2) Every Member shall, unless removed from his office under section 7, hold office for a period not
exceeding three years, or till the age of sixty years, whichever is earlier.

(3) Notwithstanding any thing contained in sub-rule (1} or ‘sub-rule (2),—

(a) any person who has held the office of Chairperson shall be eligible for re-nomination; and

(b) any person who has held the office of a ber shall be eligible for re ination «s a member
or nomination ﬂgal_"—" on;

(4) If the Chairperson is unable to discharge his funciions owing to illness or other incapacity, the State
Government shall nominate any other Member 1o act as 'Chairpcrson and the Member so nominated shall hold
office of Chairperson until the Chaj person office or till the remainder of his term.

(5} The Chairperson or a Member may, Hy writing under his hand, addressed to the State Government,
resign his office at any time. S

(6) A vacancy caused by death, resignation or any other reason shall be filled-up by nomination within
ninety days from the date of occurrence of such vacancy.

8 Terms and Conditions of service of Chairperson and member.-—'l‘eu‘_ns and condition of service
of Chairperson and Members, for which provisions- is not made in these rules, shall be such as may be
